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me that the raviees of Liberad can be wrought to
good advantage, as any ons awjuainted with placer
miuing will at once see fow the result of wy ex-
periment. .

The Irstrict of Crontales i3 wol only a gold
s:ouutry; but is alse rich in mines of silver. AL the
gold wines before ceferved to coatain more or luss
silver: but in the immediate viciriry of Libertad
i3 a mine belowging to the Iadie Sosa, and which
i3 now bely, wrought by su intellipent French
wminer, lotely from Sau Sabvader.  Much of the ore
contains 3ixty to seveuty per cent. of silver, as
well a3 considerable gold.  There are no furnsces at
the mine, uor other conveunicaces for reducing the
ore, but it i3 of such gxcellent quality that the
operator intends to seny ic to Eucope for reduction,
belioving it will pay Vi well to do so, as iv can taere
be done in a prope: aad econswical ;mauner, which
is not the case ab the mine. There are also mines of
@ilean ar Woohio. Toigaipw, end at poiuts negrer the
Lake, which are’roputed to be very rich. 13 I had
a0t uR opportunity of visifing -these mines, and
know of them oo’y by report, 1 do not deem it advi-
«ableto set forth the rwners that reacked me, fromn
time to time, of their great wealth. Thut they are,
howsver, worthy the attenton of the euterprising
winer is beyond a guestiou.

Having concluded my observasions at Libertad, on
the 2ist of December, we procured animais and
took up the line of march for Grauada, stopping
that night.at Jaigelpa. The next day we reached
the haciends San Lorenze, and here remained over
night. The distance from Juigalpa to San Lorenza is
said to be twenty-four wies, but it is probabiy not
more than twenty, and the road is mainly over a
level plain, covered with rich grass, upon which we
saw niany fine cattle grazing. From San Loreuzo we
proceeded to the Malacotoy river, and remained over
night at -a poist.about five miles beyond El Passo.
The ground from Sun Lorenzo to the Maiacotoy is
covered with & heavy growth of tihuber, much of it
Brazil wood. Itspreximity to the Lake xunst render
i exceedingly valuable at uno distant duy. ‘The
valley of the Malacetoy is wiso beavily timbered,
rot only with Brazil wood, but grent trees of maho-
gany, and’ ather trees which would wnake excellent
timber. Therc are a few clearings on the bauks of
the river, and in them I observed the finest plan-
tain patches, cane and corn fields that I have met
with anywhore in the State :—cane such as s Loui-
siana planter never dreamed of, and suck corn as
would be & marvel in Keuntucky. The distance
travelled this day was about twenty-five miles, over
& road generally level and good.

We left the Mulacatory at 4, A. ., on the morn-
ing of the 24th, and arvived at El Passo a little after
sunrise. About an hour’s tine was consumed in
crossing in a bongo, and swimming over our animals,
when we were again on the road, and in a short time
heard the weleome roar of the surf on the shore of
Lake Nicaragua. Ouv route lay down the shore,
between the baack and the border of the little Lake

" Uranada, antil near the vity, when it bove off te the

right, and in a short time our day’s work and our
Jjowrney were ended. The distance traveled was
‘about twenty miles. :
" The last duy’s travel was t¢ me one of con-
tinued interest and novelty. Notwithstanding it
rained when we left the Malacotoy, and we were wet
to the skin, objects of interest presented themselves
in such variety that we forgot our discomfort and
rode on merrily through the plantain and corn ficlds,
and among the great trees, from the branches of
which bands of chatteving monkeys would look down
upon us with apparcat wonder. la the brunekes of
& tree with many trunks, of the banyan species, sev-
eral of these animals had congregated, and seemed
to be deliberating. on some important matter, as we
passed under them, Peolicans were sesrching the
beach for their breakfasta, and from time to time,
luge alligators would slide lazily inte the water as
they became slumed at our approzch. The whole
was gew end strange, and as our journey was about
to end, we forgol the hardships and the inconve-
