Guatamala, Hen-
duras, San Salvador, Nicaragua, and Cos‘a
Rica.

ca, assumed the ragk of sovereign States.
They subsequently. united-in. the confedera-
cy, called . the “Republic of Central Ameri-
ca,” which, in consequence of internal dis-
-sensions, and the strife-of factions, was pra:-
tically dissolved in_1839, sinee, yhiph Aime
ed their original severeign powers, as dis-
tinct Republics. Three of- the’ numb.r,
namely, Nicaragua, Hondur:s, and San Sal-
vador, have recently taken steps towards
a new cofefteration’have agreed upoa certain
basis of union, and have callel a constitvent
assembly. .

The Republic of Nicaragua, therefore,
comprises the territory whlch pertained to
it as a province. Its boundaries are the
Caribbean Sea upon the east, extending from
the lower or Colorado mouth of the San Juan
River, to Cape Gracias a Dios; and upon
the west, the Pacific Ocean from the Guif of
Nacoya to that of Fonseca, embracing about
one third of the latter. The northern boun-
dary, separating it from Honduras, follows
the river Banks, or Segovia, from its mouth
at Cape Gracias a Dios, for about twe-hicds
of its length, thence runs in a right line,
northwest by north, to the head of the River
Roman, and thence, also in a right line, to
the point alredy indicated on the Gulf of
Fonseca. The southern boundary, separat
ing it from Coast Rica,.runs in.a right line
from the mouth of the River Salto: de-Ni:
coya, to the lower mouth of the Saw:Juan
river. The State is therefore embraced’en-
tirely between 83° 20%.and 87 © 30", (from
Greenwich, 6° 20°, and 10° 30°, from
Washington,)west lougitude, an1 between
9° 45, and 15° of north lattitude ; and has
an area of about 59,000 square miles, or
about an equal: extent of territory. with the
New England States, exclusive of. Connecti-
cut and Rhode Island.

As we have already intimated, tle geo-
graphical and topographical features: of
Nicaragua are equally remarkable and inter-
esting.. If 4n aceurate map of Central
America existed, it would exhibit in this
State a separation: of the great chain of: the
Cordilleras into two divergent ranges, of less
general height than the great ridge itself, and
having occasional: partial interuptions.. *This
divergance takes place in the northern de-
partment o f Segovia; ene branch extending
due southeast towardsthe Atlantic. Its out-
post come'down: to the very shore, and form
prominent landmarks upon that coast. The
range itself intersects the San Juan River
about fifty miles’ above its mouth. At its
northern base,and nearly parallel to it, flows
a large and long stream, the Rio Escondido,
sometimes indicatéd in the maps as “Blew-
fields River.” All the streams upon the
southern: side of " the range fall into Lakes
Managua and Nicaragua, or into the San
Juan River. This range resumes its course
upon the southern shore of the San Juan,
but now bears nearly due south, connecting
with the Pacific rasge in the elevated re-
gions of Costa Rica.

The Pacific range follows the general di-
rection of the coast, sometimes rising into
lofty volcanic cones, but generally sustain-
ing the character of a high ridge, and in pla-
ces subsiding into low hills and plains,- It
preserves a nearly uniform distance from
ten to twenty miles; consequently there are
no considerable streams falling into the Pa-
cific for the distance which it continues. It
unites, as T have already said, with the east-
tern range in Coast Rica. Its course seems
to have been the principal line of volcanic
action, and extinct craters and. beds of lava
are to-be met with at short intervals through-
out its length. The lofty cones of the Viejo,
Santa Clara, Axusco, Momotombo, Momo-

“bacho; Ometepec, Madeira, Orosi, and Abo-

ado, not to mention many others which may
be regarded: as. belonging to this range, are
prominent land'marks,and found remarkable
features in the landscape.

The: town; or city of Santiago de Managua,
which gives:its name: to: the Iake, and which
is the place of the:meeting' of the Legislative
Chambers of the State, is situated upon the
south-western shore. Some considerable
stre vms flow into the lake from the direction

of Segovia, and the level of water undergoes

under the shadows and within the deep re. !
cesses of which, frayed by the storms of
ages, stand the rude' and frowning statues
of the gods of aboniginal superstition, raised
there long: Lefor¢ European feet trod the
soil of America, dnd te:which the mind of
the christianized Indian still reverts with a
mysterious reverence,

Lake Nicaragu. is nevertheless the great
feature of the country, and is unquestiona-
gly, inall respects, one of the finest bodies
of water on the continent, needing only to
ba  made easy of access to becone as famous
aresort of the lovers of the grand and beauti-
ful in. nature, as any now known in the Old
or New World. In common with Lake|
Managua, its size has been rather under than |
over estimated. Mr. Baily calculated its|
greatest length at one hundred miles, and
its greatest width at forty or forty-five miles. |
It is probably nearer one hundred and twen. |
ty miles in length, by fiftv or sixty in breadth.
Upon its southern shore, near the head!
of the lake, is the ancient city of Granada,
the most important commercial point in the
republic. A few miles below Granada, and
projecting boldly into the lake, is the extinet |
volcano of Ziomobacho, not far from five
thousand feet in height. At its base, inithe |
lake, is a group of innumerable small.islands:
of volcanic origin, rising in the form of cones
from twenty to one hundred feet, and. cov-,
ered with verdure. Some of them, upon
which the soii has accumulated,, are inhabit-
ed by Indians, and their thatched cottages,
shadowed over by tall palms, and with a
dense background of broad-leaved plantains,
form the most picturesque objects which can
be conceived. Upon the same shore with
Granada, but forty miles:distang, is the city
of Nicaragua, or Rivag; the capitalof a very
large, fertile, and comparatively well-culti-|
tivated district. The remaining section of
the southern shore of the lake has scarcely
any inhabitants, except a few wild Indians,
called. “Bravos,” who, alternate between the
mountainous district towards Costa Riea and
the shore. The noithern shore, cat*ed Chon-
tales, is undulating, and well adapted to
grazing. Here are a great number of cattle
estates, some embracing many thousand
head of cattle and mnles. Ther: area num-
ber of considerghle islands in the lake, th’
largest of which is Madeira or Ometepec,
whish is almost wholly inhabited by Indians.
It abounds in numerous traces of aboriginal
occupation and art, and is distinguished by
two immense cones, visible from every
point of the lake and from the Pacific. These
are called respectively Ometepec and Ma-
deira. The cone of Ometepec is the most
regular in outline of any which I have seen,
and is, I think, the highestin the country.
Its summit is generally enveloped in clouds.
The water of the lake, in most places, shoals
gradually, but at some points vessels of the
large stclass may approach close to the shores!
The depth, except in the, immediate vicinity |
of its outlet, is for purposes of navigation'

A RUINED GITY IN CHONTALES,

The age is fruitful of important discoveries.
Beneath the grassy plaiss of Mesopotomia,
a curious travelier from the west, lay bare
to our wondering gaze fragments of the
hidden glory of ancieat Nineveh. Seulp-
ture, in strange forms, revealed to us some
of its unwritter history ; and with it a sub-
lime lesson of earthly mutubility. Even
then, a6 the other extremity of the globe, a
handful of harly pioneers; in their daily la-
bor in the sandy soil. were turning up glit-
tering particles of the richest of earth’s met-
als in such profusion that they were fain to
pause and gaze in awe struck wonder. For
centuries ths adventirous marivér had nav-
iga:ed upon that coast, and the solitarv " In-
dian scoured the streams snd ‘mountain
passes; stiil the land slept on in its prime-
val wildness; but, at length, gold was found
—and. lo! i1 a fow short years an empire
has arisen, bidding fair to rival Niuevel,
herself, though “her merchants were many,
even as the stars in heaven.” From the
tombs of long buried greatness, let us gath-
er wisdom and warning. The earth is to-
day, as richasit was in the daysof Asher and
Belus, yet the fate of the cities they built, ad-
monishs us not to spend all ourdays in strife
for its honors and prizes. Asin the depthsof
ocean, we know, there liethe wrecksof many
gallant argosies, in whose now slimy ani de-
caying timbers are hid much gold and silver
and precious stones, in search of which the
diver perils life and limb, thathe mey 2dd
to his store of worldly goods; so, from the
contemplation of ruined’ cities, from an ia-
vestigation of their lost arts, and departed
greatness and a study of the hieroglyphice
yet visible on their walls, we may be able
to"add something to the chart by which we
hope to steer safely over the perilous sexs in
which they wers wrecked.

‘We have been led into this train of re.
mark by the description of a ruined city,
just given us by an old explorer inthe Chon-
tales district.

THE Supreme Government of the Republic of Nie-
aragua, t0 encourage the immigration of persons or
thrify- and industry to become settlers and inhabitants
withdn its territorial limits, to the end that its resources
mgy b more fully developed and its commerce in-
creased, and te promote the general welfare of the
State; has decreed :

Art. 1. A free donation or grant of 250 acres of
public land shall be made to each single.person who
shall enter the State (during the continuance of
this dgcree) and sa‘tle'and make improvements upon
the said tract, the same to be located by the Director
of Colonization hereafter to be named, and immediate
possessiorr given, o

Art. 2. Each family entering the State and set-
tling upon its teritory shall receive - 100 actes of, land
inaddition to the 250 granted tosingle settlers.

Art. 3. A right to occupy and improve shall be
issued to applicants, and at the expiration of six
months, upon satisfactory evidence being presented
to'the Director of Coilonization of compliance with
the provisions of this decree, title will be given.

Arte 4. No dutes shall be levied on the personal
effects, household (urniture, agricultural implements,
seeds,. plants,. domestic animals, or- other imports for
the personal use of the Colonists or the development
of the- resources of the land donated, and colonists
shall be exempt from all extraordinary . taxes, and
contributions,.and from all public service except when
the public safety shall otherwise demand.

Art. 5. The colonists being citizens of the Repub:
lic cannot alienate the land granted to annyoreign
governmert” whatever, and shall not alienate the
said land or-their rights thereunto until after an occu-
pancy of at least six months..

Art. 6 A Colonization office ‘shall'be established
and a Director of Colonization appointed, whose
business it shall be to attend to the applications from
emigrants, to collect and dispense sceds, plants, &e.
and to keep the Registry Books of the Department.

I offered to collect
them in a smailtownin-the-above mentionad
vailey of Hormipueto; explaining to them
all the security and welfare they would en-
joy under the shadow of the republican
principles of Nicaragua. They accepted
m¥ proposals with pleasure, and consequent-
ly, I appointed- for them a Deputy Alcalde,
subject to the jurisdiction of Juigslpa, ten
léagues distant. They reeogrized him as
such, though he resided at Juigalpa, and I
marked out the poinss of. the jurisdiction,
leaving it for the future to indemnify the
person to whom the territory belonged.

Itis our painful duty to chronicle to-day, the de-
parture of another gallant spirit. Capt. RoBErT. W.
ARMSTRONG;, 0f Cormpany “D” died at his quarters, of
a severe attack of the yellow fever, on the night of
the 17th inst. He had endeared himself to his com-
mwand by his many manly and generous qualities, an‘d
the fidelity with which he sought to promote their
welfare; and his loss is and must continue to
be keenly felt. Capt. ArmsrroNe was born in the
city ot Baltimore in the year 1824. When he arrived
at the age of manhood he sclected the profess'mn of
a merchant, and continned in- buginess in B.altlmorg
till the breaking out of the war with Mexico. He
then entered the army as a soldier, and- was made
Sergeant-Major of the 8th regiment of Infantry- He
was in all the battles on the Scuthern Line, and
won &' proud distinction for'bravery and detérmina-
tion. At the conclusion of peace, Mr. ArMsTRONG
returned to his counting house; but the spirit of ad-
venture was aroused within him, and upon the an-
nouncement of the gold discoveries in California, he
at once set sail for that distant territory. DBeing
ameng the pioneers there, he' had good oppox~tuni§ies
of operating in real estate, and was at one time
largely interested in quartz-and other mining claims.
As a business man and a citizen, he was universally
respected.. When Wm. S. Hinson was eleeted Sher-
iff of Placer county, Mr. ARMSTRONG received the ap-
pointment of Deputy. Scon after the departure of
Gen. WaLkzR forNicaragua, MR. AR¥STRONG, thirst-
ting for a life of activity and danger that leads to
glory, attempted to follow, but was unable.: to ob-
tain a passage by the steamers of the Nicaragua
Transit Company, until the 20th ofOctober last; when
in company with Col. Kewen, he succeeded in get-
ting off. kis life, here, has necessarily been one of
garxison duty, but all who knew him can tesiify that
Lad opportunity offered he would have done good sei-
vice for his adopted country. ) .
